Alter l-einii wash«.-<l in
the Mjlvem. the clothes are placed
in a deodoiizins room and all
traces of odor remo\ed. The cloth-
injr then p.isses through the hand
presses, operated by »kill«d oi>er-
ators.

To insure customers against loss
of buttons and buckles, the dry
donning plant when receiving a
garment, according to Mosley. uses
a sketch ot a garment. On this is
marked location of trimming,
flower, buckle, buttons and belt and
