Free Speech and “Dry” Zone
Amendments Approved at
the Polls.

OAKLAND, May 13 — Practically
e¢omplete returns tahulated at mid-
night show that John L. Davie has
been elected Mayor of Oakland over
Frank W. Bliger by a majority of
10,000 votes.

Davie will carry Into office with
Mm W, H. Edwards as Commissioner
No. 1 and Dr. F. F. Jackson as Com-
misgioner No, 2, thus giving him con-
trol ef the City Commission.

'he campaign was one of the live-
1tast in Oakland's history. Davie had
a majority over atl candidates ut the
primaries and despite a very aggres-
sive fight Bilger was unable to over-
come this lead.

On the other hand Willlam R. Geary
and Edwin Meese, who were defeated
for Commissioners, had big leads at
the primaries and during the cam-
paign made every effort to increase
their following.

Edwards and Jackson, who de-
feated them, were indorsed by Davie,
who declared that if a commission
was eolected that opposed him his
hands would be tied and it would be
impossible for him to carry out his
policles, It is believed that this ar-
gument was one of the chief factors
in the voters reversing their pref-
ences a3 expressed at the primaries.

VOTES AGAINST JITMNEYS,

Oakland alaso went on record yes-
terduy us not being favorably in-
clined toward the jitney buvses, vot-
ing aguinet un amendment favored by
the jitney drivers and approving by a
vote of nearly two to one an amend-
ment prepared by the Oakland Trac-
tion Company which will practically
muke it impossible to operate the
Jitneys at a profit. The amendment
favored by the Jitney drivers was to
1educe their annual licenre from §60
to 310,

visions:

(1) The license or permit of an
owner or driver of an automobile for
hire is revoked if he violates any of
the provtslonn of the ordinunce regu-
lajing rucih business.

f.2) The carrying of pussengers on
the running board and the crowding
of 'he automobile for hire ure made
unlawful.

(3) The owner of the automobile
for hire is made reaponsible in dam-
age to the paxsengers in the automo-
bile and pedextrians of the pubdlic
streets who niade be injured through
the negligeénce or cureless operativn
of such automobile.
